Á77% of New Yorkôs immigration legal services are set in NYC, leaving the 
rural regions underserviced and under-resourced

Á The Southern Tier is the region with the highest percentage of new 
immigrants, with 18%  entering 2010 or after. 

Á In the first 6 months of 2019, the American Civic has recorded nearly 700 
people seeking help with immigration applications
